The striving for an orthochromatic plate that would not
render reds too dark and blues too light, was one of the
carly steps toward the present day panchromatic plate used
by engravers to produce the wonderful color pictures we see
in the magazines. And it was the linking up of the tiny
Kodak film, grown to the long cinematograph ribbon, with
this same panchromatic emulsion, that made possible th
color motion pictures. y

Similarly the X-Ray emulsion has been applied to a film
for dental use, and the emulsion used by the Eastman Com-
pany way back in 1882 on its Bromide paper, the kind of
paper used for enlargements, is practically the same as that
used for the positive film in motion-picture photography.
