The shutter release bution cannol be re
leased accidentally unless the shutlier s
completely cocked.

The shutter can be adjusted to speeds of 1 second, 172,
I, 158, 1015, 1030, 1560, 17125, 1250, 1/500, and 11000
of o second as well as H (bolbi and X (electro-llash
Synchronization)., Each exposure time is  half that
of the previous one. This method of adjusting is
convenient when calculating  the rebevant lens aperture,
In adjusting the shutter spesdd, turn the shutter dinf
cither to the right or left until the desired reading is
obtined. With the scale set ar B (bulb), the shuticr
will open, and sy open, until you relénse pressure
from the shutier botton. 1t-is used, therefore, for ex-
posure limes in excess of one second. The X scale
reading Is used for speedlight (electre-Mash) synchroniz-.
ton, The shutter speed is
1/35th of a secomnd; however,
the effective time of the ex-
posure in this cose becomes
faster depending on the per-
formance of the fAash light.
When time exposure is e
quired, set the dial to B and
use a cable relense with lock.

FOCUSING & COMPOSING

On the Canon Populaire, focus-
ing and composing can be done
st the same time. When you
look through the Range-View-
finder Eyepiece, xou will see
two fmages, By meleasing the
Lens Focusing Lever and rotating
the lens barrel, the wo (mages

Because
it ts synchronized to the focusing of the lens, parallax
Is automatically corrected on the viewfmder irrespeciive
of the lens used, This means the field of view regrtered
within the viewfinder frame will always be the one
recorded on the film.

Range will
vary with the [ s10p chosen. The larger the lens
aperture, the lesser will be the depth-ol-field. For ex-

INFRA-RED PHOTOGRAPHY

On the Depth-of-Field Scale of
all Canon Lenses is the letler
“R.”™ Thiz is for infm-red
film. When using this film,
focus in the normal way,
Read off the distance of Lhe
object you are focusing on as
shown opposite the Distance
Index: Mark on the Lens
Distance Scale, Turn the lens
barrel until the distance read-
ing 5 opposite the “H"™ mark. Your lens is now
focused for infra-red photography

FILM TYPE REMINDER

Depending on the type and speed of Him in use, the ning
around the Film Type Reminder able is revolved with
the tip of your finger until the relevant indicator symbal
appears opposite the desired index figure.

Black i used to indicate black and white flm, blue
for daylight-ivpe color fllm. and red for ungsten-1ype
color film.

This Reminder gives both ASA and DIN film sensitivity
readings,

UNLOADING

When vou finished wking a roll of film and you try o
advance film you feel temsion an your finger. You
should theén stop winding and rewind the film back into
the cartridge. in the (allowing manner:

1. Turn the Film Rewind Ring from “A™ 1o the Film
Rewind Mark ( - )

2. Raise¢ the Rewind
Crank into operating
position a5 illus-
trated on the nght
Turmm it clockwise,
until all the film has
been  wound back
inte  the  original
carmidge. Tension
on the Film Rewind
Crank will cease as
soon as this has been
done and the Film
Transport Indicator
will also slop rots-
ting. As long as the
Film Transport Indi-
cator roties clock-
wisge, film is being ne-
wound in the camera.

CHANGING LENSES

All Canon Lenses are inferchangenble and feitore a
stundard, screw-in  lens mount, which has been pnlu‘d
o be the most accurate and durable..and bas the
greatest nreca of lens-to-camera contact of any. type of
camern L'l'l‘ﬂl'l\:l.'riﬂﬂ.

To change your lens, plwwe the Lens Cap on top ol
Ihe lens. Grip the lens barrel 4t its base and apply
gentle pressure wniil the lens &5 loosened. Conlinue
10 wrn until the lens i completely unscrewed. Be sure
that the camern (when loaded with film) is in the shade.
Be sure 1o cover the lens base with a Dust Cap

To replace o lens, 'keep Lens Cap on the lens bul remove
Bage Cap, Turn the Jens firdl counter-clockwise o
hall circle 1o insure that the lens threads and the
camarn mount flange do not cross.  Next, turn choack-
wise until the lens is securely in plaice, Do not force
the lens any farther

Always tighten a lens by its base—nat by the wop. (IT the
lens has a Lens Focusing Lever, be sure it s in the
locked (==) position

When mounting or dismounting a lens of 85 mm
or greater focal length, be sure 1o set it at the
nearest footage setting 1o protect the camem's
rangefinder mechanism,

ATTACHING AND DETACHING
THE CANON-METER 2

First. pull out the combination dial on the meter and
bring the mounting leg o the click stop position shown
in Figure 2. Then push accessory clip inlo the accessory
shoe on the camera.

Align the white line on the side of the combination dial
with the white line on the side of the shuter dial, then
press down the combination dinl so that the coupling
cogs at the bottom mesh imo the shutter dinl cogwhecl.
Make sure that these white lines meel exactly. (See
Figure 3).

To detach the meter Mrom the camera, pull out the
combination dial. Remove the meter gently. Be sure
that no pressure i exerled on the light cell in the Light
window,



Loading and unloading film, as well as wking intentional
double exposures, is possible with the Canon-Meter 2
mounted on the camera. This can be done, afier pulling
out combination dial, by turning the meter & half-circie

clockwise 1o the position ns illustrated. (Fig. 3)

EXPOSURE SETTING ADJUSTMENT

In order 1o obin the correct exposure time, the Conon-
Meter 2 should be used in this manner:

1. Set the lens aperture scale. 3. Face the camera al
the object 1o be photographed. 3 Turn the combination
shutter dial, which maiwches the aperiure reading on the
meter dial to the needle...the shutler speed Is aulo-
mutically seq

Conversely, il the shuner dial is first set the lns
aperiure will awomatically be determingd.

The Exposure Indicator Idal is calibrated in ASA and
DIN and bas wwo index scalex: one for bright ligh
{white) and onc for poor light {orange) conditions,
Changing the sensitivity of the meter can be dane by
shilting the sensitivity lever. The Canon-Meter 2 s
pttached by means of the accessory clip and is ensily
detached for use sepomately, An Incident Light Attach.
ment s provided

CHANGING THE SENSITIVITY

livity of the light meler 15 changed by moving the
wensitivily lever on the light meter. 17 the index murk
on the lever shows the orange dot, indicating the nesd
of high sensitivity (because the object is dark), ihe

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aperture reading must be taken from the orange scale.
Conversely, il the indicator shows the white dot,
indicating the need of low sensitivity (because the object
is in bright light), the aperture mist be read off the
white scale on the meter dial.

HOW TO USE THE INCIDENT

LIGHT ATTACHMENT :

The Canon Meter 2 is used preferably detsched from
the camera,

Set the Mewer [Dial according wo the type of film used.

Bring the Meter with the attachment 10 the spot where
you want highlighted And face the Melor Window
towards the camera or the position of (he camera.

When phoiagraphing in artuficinl light, read ofl the
meter readings at several portons of the subject and
determine the light value by obtaining the avernge
figure.

Do not face the Meawer towards the light source.
Always towards the position of the lens to obiain
accurate readings.

Whea the camera is againsl o sirong light sournce,
do not direer the Meter townrds the light, 11 directed
towards the light, the picture will be undercxposed,
Bring the Meter to the subject and face the Meter
towards the lens,

In color photography, if the brightest part of the
subject i nol more than 4 times brighter than the
darkest part, the resuli should be satsfactiory; how-
ever, Il the discrepancy i8 more than 4 times, read
off the exposure reading of the pan where ¥ou wani
mast emphasized.

DOUBLE EXPOSURES

When it becomes necessary 1o lake intentional
double-exposure photographs, these steps should
be foflowed :

I. First Shift the Film Rewind
Ring: from (s position “A™
counter-clockwise, us far as it
will go,

While watching the Film Truns-
port Irdicator, turn the Fitm
Rewind Crank clockwise until
the Film Transport Indicator
has made aboul one and a half
rns.

1 Return the rewind ring 1o
position “ A"

4. Nexi, while stroking
lever and using the
shutter, o  double
exposures can  be
taken on 1he same
frame. Ry repeating
the same operation,
multiple  exposures
can be abtained on

the same film. By turning
the Film Transport Indicator
iwice or more double exposunes
can be obmined on (wo or, i
pecessary, more sections of the
fim. When ithe shutler is
opened  accidentally and the
lens cop is siill on, the film can
be wound back by using the
same methodd,

As in ynloading, when the Canon-Meter 2 is mount-
ed on the caméra, wrn the meter a hall-circle 1w
the position in which you can operate the rewind
crank. 23



FLASH SYNCHRONIZATION

When the Canon Flash Unit V is
fitted directly into the Flash Unit
Connexctor Socket and when the
shutter buflon s pressed. Bt s
automatically adjusied for  the
various shutler speed synchrofiash
operation.
