Uses of Convertible Lenses

The lenses are of the front component con-

vertible type. The rear component of the

optical system and diaphragm are built into

the camera body.

Changing Lenses

I Remove the front component of the lens
by turning it counter-clockwise.

2 Set the infinity mark (o) of the distance
scale for the standard lens on the cam-

era body side at the orange line indicator.

Turn the focusing ring clockwise as far as

possible.

3 Mount the lens to'be replaced by turning
clockwise until it is securely in place.

4 Adjust the ASA film speed scale when-
ever replacing the lens with a different

lens speed.

m Attach the lens quickly in the shade.

m Whenever a lens is removed, be sure to
put on its lens cap and dust cap.

Setting Distance Scale of Convertible
Lenses

When using the 35mm wide-angle, 95mm or
125mm telephoto lens, be sure to set its dis-
tance scale on the front component properly.
After replacing the lens, set the infinity
mark (cs) of the distance scale for the
standard lens on the camera body side at
the orange line indicator.
Rotate the distance scale on the front
component and set the infinity mark (o)
of the distance scale for the 35mm, 95mm or
125mm lens at the white index on the
focusing ring.
3 Set the focus by turning the focusing
ring. Read the distance scale on the
front component with the white index.
W Be sure not to turn the adjusted distance
scale on the front component. If the position
of the distance scale is moved, correct: dis-
tance cannot be read off.
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
